STRATEGY OF THE MONTH

Talking Up TAP
Students, teachers, and TAP Advocates all have a role to play in
making members of the school community aware of TAP at their
school. Here are some helpful ways to bring this resource to
peoples' awareness:

Submit requests for mediation
Encourage students who are in conflict to talk it out
rather than fight it out
Remind them that TAP is not a punishment, but rather an
alternative way to resolve the conflict
Emphasize the aspect of confidentiality; what's said in
TAP stays in TAP
Explain that participating in a 20-minute mediation to
resolve a conflict can prevent much more lost instruction
time later on if the conflict goes unaddressed
